Czech Foreign Policy (CFP) – propositions for general research questions
· Has CFP been led primarily by security or economic concerns?
· To what extent was Czechoslovak foreign policy independent in the past and to what extent is CFP independent today?

· What is the relative influence of personalities in CFP as opposed to strategic/conception documents or to political programs of parties?

· Is the current CFP influenced by history? If so, by which historical periods, in what respect and how strongly?

· Does the CFP seem to be guided by realist or liberal or constructivist considerations?
· How responsive is CFP to changes in its environment?
· Does CFP reflect any principles of morality? If so, what is considered moral?
· What is the relative strength of values on the one side and pragmatism on the other side in the implementation of CFP?

· How strong is the principle of collectiveness (allying, joining others) as opposed to unilateral behavior? Is there a kind of “group-think”?
· Are multilateral arrangements replacing bilateral ones in CFP?

· Is CFP only a function of European external policies? Or perhaps the US ones?
· Which states/regions/issues/processes can be considered ‘strategic’ for CFP?

· Hegemonic conditions

· In CFP, what is the significance of interpretations of ourselves as small or medium-sized country?

· What is the attitude towards the use of force in CZP? Do ideas of ‘soft power’ play any role?

· Is CFP influenced by perceptions of loyalty or gratitude to other countries?

· How does the concept of a ‘balanced policy’ relate to its implementation  the reality of CFP?

· Do identity issues play a role for CFP?

· Is the phenomenon of ‘europeanisation’ and ‘socializing’ inside the EU leading toward the disappearance of CFP?
